Events
•	Personal interview with the judges will be a two-minute or 

four-minute session depending on your age division.
•	This will be a panel interview where you will meet with all the 

judges at the same time.
•	Contestants in the Sweetheart division (7-9 yrs) will have a 

two-minute interview. Contestants 10 yrs and up will have a 
four-minute interview.

•	There will be a total of 3-4 professional pageant judges in the 
room conducting your panel interview. This is the best way for 
the judges to get to know you on a personal level and really 
see your personality shine. The judges want to see the real you, 
do not rehearse your answers; the judges can tell if you are not 
being real.

•	The outfit should be something fresh, simple, and age appropriate. 
Contestants should be in a business dress or fashionable pant suit. 
Choose solid colors, and stay away from busy patterns and too much 
jewelry - a simple statement necklace is fine. Your shoes can be any 
color, but preferably simple. Remember that you are trying to achieve a 
polished, put-together look.

Interview - 50%

•	Each contestant will have their moment alone in the 
spotlight in a long, formal gown of her choice.

•	Small sweeps are allowed in all ages providing 
contestants can manage the train. A small slit is also 
permitted for ages 16 and up. Sexy dresses showing 
too much skin are discouraged in all age divisions. 
Princess and Sweetheart contestants should have straps 
on their gowns.

•	The dress should gently brush the ground, and at most 
be no more than 1” from the floor.

•	All gown colors are welcome, please choose your color 
to suit your complexion and personality.

•	This will be your time to shine and display your grace on 
stage. Be sure to make eye contact with each judge and 
show them your beautiful smile.

Formal Wear - 40%



•	Our service goal is to partner with organizations that support and empower 
women. Seeds of Hope is one of those amazing organizations. They provide 
emergency shelter, transitional housing, and faith-based mentoring for homeless 
women and children.

•	Contestants will receive a full 10% of your score by donating at least ONE of the following items for these 
deserving women:  laundry soap/softener, dish soap, paper towels, hand soap, body soap, shampoo/
conditioner, toothpaste/toothbrushes, feminine hygiene products, cleaning products, and trash bags.

•	Glitz photos are not permitted.
•	Age appropriate makeup is allowed in all age 

groups. Photos may be lightly retouched.

PRINT MODEL
•	Select your very best high quality pictures (select a 

variety of poses and outfits, not just headshots). 
•	We are looking for magazine-style photos.
•	No glitz photos. Light retouching is acceptable.
•	Maximum photo size 8x10.

ACHIEVEMENT 
•	This contest combines community service and 

academics. For adults, this includes professional 
accomplishments. We will crown one student 
winner and one adult winner.

•	You will have a 30 second time limit.
